     Local artist Peg Cherre has been selected for an òArtist in the Communityó 
project grant with a focus on weaving.  The Richburg Community Weaving Pro-
ject will allow both children and adults to learn about and try their hands at 

weaving.  Claire Morris, Elementary Art Teacher, will work with Grades 3-5 
students. Each will weave a small square. At 3 free Library concerts this summer, 
Cherre will set up a tapestry loom, with the audience participating in the weav-

ing.  Materials and instruction will be provided.  
Following the concerts (rock and roll, classical 
and traditional) , Mrs. Cherre will sew the squares 

together around the larger òcommunity-madeó 
pieces and the result will be hung in a semi-

permanent installation outside the Library.

impact on what people choose for colors, materi-
als and patterns in their weaving,ó Cherre said.  I 

have no pre-conceived ideas about what the 
weaving will look like.  I am certain people will
